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1. What goal did you meet this week that you and your preceptor discussed?
This week, I successfully managed patient flow more efficiently during busy hours, which we had discussed as a goal. I was able to prioritize care based on patient needs.
2. What areas does your preceptor feel that you need to work on for next week?
My preceptor indicated that I need to improve my diagnostic reasoning, particularly in distinguishing between similar presenting symptoms in urgent care settings.
3. What did you do this week that made you feel you gained confidence in a particular area of patient care?
I gained confidence in performing minor procedures, such as suturing and abscess assessment. I was able to assist in the diagnosis and treatment of nasal vestibulitis and complete tasks independently while ensuring patient comfort and safety.
4. Reflect on a challenging clinical situation or a situation where you did not feel confident in a particular area of patient care.
I faced a challenging situation when an elderly patient presented with atypical chest pain. I first felt unsure about how to assess the situation, given the complexity of their medical history.
5. How did you handle the situation?
I approached the situation by conducting a thorough assessment and engaging in active listening with the patient. I consulted with my preceptor for guidance on the best diagnostic steps, which helped me feel more supported.
6. What have you done, or will you do to make you feel more prepared for this same
situation in the future?
To feel better prepared, I plan to review guidelines on assessing chest pain and familiarize myself with common presentations in older adults. I also plan to seek out simulation exercises to practice my assessment skills.
7. Reflect on some areas of learning while in the clinical area that will benefit you the most in your practice.
I believe that learning to navigate urgent care protocols and understanding acute presentations will greatly enhance my practice. Gaining insight into patient education and follow-up care is also essential.
8. What course objective did you address this week?
This week, I addressed the objective of demonstrating the ability to assess and manage patients with acute conditions in an urgent care environment, focusing on timely decision-making.
9. Describe how you integrated one of the SON’s Professional Pillars during your clinical
experience this week.
I integrated the pillar of integrity by ensuring transparent communication with my patients about their diagnoses and treatment options, fostering trust and understanding in our interactions.
